Landlords, Are Your Tenants
In Compliance?

Over the past few years, the Village has discovered a number of  businesses that signed 
lease contracts, opened businesses and performed building renovations without prior 
consent or approval from The Village of  Elk Grove.

It is vital that property owners advise their tenants of  the importance of  checking • rst 
with the Village on issues such as business usage and renovations.  Performing such 
activities prior to complying with Village rules and regulations can create signi• cant 
• nancial hardships – work completed has to be redone or removed and businesses 
are forced to close down.

To prevent these hardships from happening, we would like to remind our local 
property owners that Elk Grove Village has policies and procedures that need to be 
followed regarding leases and renovations. 

Please advise your tenants about these policies, procedures, and ensure that they 
obtain the proper permits if  they are going to do any work in their space.

If  the Village determines that the policies and procedures are not followed, the Village 
will issue citations to the property owners.  These citations will be reviewed through 
the Village’s adjudication process.  Fines levied against property owners could be as 
much as $500, and should that business continue to operate without the necessary 
approvals those • nes of  up to $500 per day can be levied.

Please be a good landlord and direct your tenants to the Department of  Engineering 
& Community Development to ensure that they follow the proper procedures when 
doing business in Elk Grove Village.

MESSAGE FROM THE BOARD 
The 2009 calendar year has already been an exciting 
year for the Village, and the Board is looking forward 
to the upcoming community events this summer. 

On Monday, June 29, the Village Board hosted its 
• rst, in a series, of  public planning workshops for the 
update of  the Industrial/Commercial Revitalization 
Program.  The purpose of  the planning workshops 
is to establish a vision for the enhancement and 
maintenance of  the Business Park.  Two key tasks 
of  the initial meeting was to identify existing 
assets weaknesses and desired amenities.  Once 
completed, the new ICRC Master Plan will focus 
on transportation, infrastructure, aesthetics, and 
marketing improvements for the Business Park.

As many of  you may be aware, the Village continues 
to make progress on the Devon Avenue and 
Arlington Heights Road intersection improvements. 
Once completed, the improvements will enhance 
traf• c capacity and operation with the construction 
of  dual left turn lanes and north/southbound right 
turn lanes on Arlington Heights Road and east/
westbound right turn lanes on Devon Avenue.  The 
project will include the installation of  a new traf• c 
signal as well as intersection lighting.  The Village has 
been able to conduct the work with the assistance of  
grants through the Federal Highway Administration, 
Cook County Highway Department, and the DuPage 
County Division of  Transportation.

The rehabilitation of  the Village Green is now 
completed. The expansion of  the greenway and the 
interactive fountains were completed the • rst week 
in July for the public to enjoy during the • rst annual 
Mid-Summer Classics Concert Series.

The family-friendly Mid-Summer Classics Concert 
Series kicked off  on Tuesday, July 7. During the 
month of  July, the Village Board proudly presented a 
free concert series on the newly rehabilitated Village 
greenway every Tuesday night.  The entertainment 
featured music from a variety of  decades and genres. 

This year’s lineup includes • ve-time Grammy winner 
B.J. Thomas, the Classic Rock All-Stars, Light Up: A 
Salute to Styx, and featuring Dean Torrence of  Jan & 
Dean.  If  you missed the • rst Mid-Summer Classics 
Concert Series stay posted for the 2010 concert lineup.

We are also excited to announce that the 2009 Alexian 
Brothers Tour of  Elk Grove is well into the planning 
stages.  The fourth annual Tour of  Elk Grove will take 
place from Friday, July 31 through Sunday, August 2.  The 
total prize money for the 15 professional/amatuer races 
will be nearly $200,000, making it the largest prize purse 
in the world for a three-day professional cycling event.

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New Business Licensing  

A new licensing 
year went into effect 
on June 1, 2009 
for all businesses, 
occupations and 
activities required 
to be licensed 

under the Elk Grove Village Municipal Code.  
Businesses conducting retail sales of  any product or 
merchandise requires a license.  All food, beverage, 
and cigarette vending machines, as well as coin-
operated amusement/musical devices, must also 
display a valid 2009-2010 license.  Other activities 
requiring a business license include day care 
centers, food caterers, and retail establishments. 

Companies are responsible for obtaining all 
necessary licenses.  Pre-printed license applications 
for businesses currently licensed were mailed in mid-
April.  For further information, or to determine if 
your business requires a license, please call the Finance 
Department at (847) 357-4062 or stop by the Finance 
Counter in the Municipal Building.  In addition, 
business license applications and a fee schedule are 
available on the Village website at www.elkgrove.org. 

The annual fee for a business license covers the 
cost of  making inspections necessary to safeguard 
public safety, health, and welfare. Failure to obtain 
a license can result in • nes of  $50 to $500 per day.

Grass & Weed Maintenance

The Village is asking for your help and cooperation in 
keeping the Elk Grove Business Park looking good.  

The Elk Grove Village Plants and Weeds Ordinance 
requires all property owners or lessees in the 
industrial and commercial sectors of  the Village to 
keep their grass properly cut, and remove any weed 
growth. 

The Ordinance requires that grass and weeds are not to 
exceed 6” (inches) in length on any improved property, 
and 8” (inches) in length on vacant property. Be a good 
neighbor by ensuring your property is maintained in a 
proper fashion.

Village Budget Approved
On April 28, 2009, the Mayor and Village Board 
approved the Village’s • scal year 2010 budget in 
the total amount of  $85,472,216, which represents 
a decrease of  $35 million compared to the previous 
year budget, due to the completion of  construction 
projects including the new Administration and Public 
Safety Complex.  The Village’s main operating fund, 
the General Fund, decreased $551,000 over the • scal 
year 2009 budget.  The General Fund • nances most 
of  the Village’s traditional services, such as • re, police, 
and public works.  The Village’s • scal year runs from 
May 1 through April 30.  

Capital expenditures account for $14.8 million, or 
17.3%, of  the • scal year 2010 budget. Examples of  
capital expenditures in this year’s budget include: 
replacement of  one ambulance; one dump truck with 
plow; one pick-up truck with plow; one leaf  collector; 
and online permit tracking software.   

Capital projects scheduled for this year include 
upgrades to the Village Green, various water main 
replacements, and roadway improvements at the 
intersection of  Arlington Heights Road and Devon 
Avenue.

Despite the dif• cult economic times, the • scal year 
2010 budget provides for the continuation of  all 
existing services to residents and businesses, maintains 
the Village’s commitment to land improvements and 
the strengthening of  Village infrastructure for long-
term stability.

Saturday Hours
In an effort to accommodate the busy schedules of  
Village residents, the Charles J. Zettek Municipal 
Complex is open on the • rst Saturday of  each 
month from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.  Residents can 
pay their water bills, purchase vehicle stickers, pet 
licenses, purchase yard waste stickers, and apply for 
a business license.  Transfer stamps are not issued 
on Saturdays. This summer, the Finance Department 
and the Engineering & Community Development 
Department will be open on the following Saturdays: 
July 11 and August 1.  On September 5 and October 
3, only the Finance Department will be open.  For 
more information, contact the Finance Department 
at (847) 439-3900. 
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MAINTAINING THE REFUSE CONTAINERS

Nobody likes to “take out the garbage,” but when you do, be a good neighbor, please keep your garbage area 
clean. All commercial and industrial businesses are required to store their refuse properly prior to garbage 
pick up. Do not allow refuse containers to over• ow and keep lids on refuse containers closed at all times. Do 
not store refuse on the ground. Storing refuse on the ground, or in open containers could allow litter and 
debris to blow onto neighboring properties. This can attract rodents and insects as well.  If  you have so much 
trash that lids can’t close, then you might need a bigger container or you need to schedule additional pickups. 
Don’t allow your property to become unsightly and a nuisance to your 
neighbors. Also, inform your refuse company if  your container lids 
become damaged, your container requires cleaning, or it is leaking.
The above rules also pertain to recycling materials and recycling containers as well.
Remember to close the lid when you are • nished taking out your garbage or trash!
In addition, do not allow the long-term storage of  large items around your property. 
This provides shelter for rodents and other animals, and makes the inspection of  
your property dif• cult. Do not store materials such as tires, barrels, pallets, crates, 
unused equipment, etc. on the outside of  your business for long periods of  time.

COMMERCIAL AND 
INDUSTRIAL RECYCLING

Village Ordinance requires all licensed solid waste 
haulers conducting business in the industrial and 
commercial sectors of  the Village to offer a recy-
cling program to their customers. At a minimum, the 
program shall include of• ce paper, cardboard, glass 
and aluminum containers. The solid waste hauler is 
also required to provide their clients with informa-
tion on the type of  program they offer and the items 
they include for recycling. There may be a charge 
for the service. If  you have any questions regarding 
recycling in the industrial or commercial sections of  
the Village, please call the Department of  Health & 
Community Services at (847) 357-4240.

ATTENTION BUSINESS OWNERS

Do you own a business in Elk Grove Village? If  so, 
your business is important to the Elk Grove Village 
Police Department.  The Police Department is re-
questing that you maintain current of• cial contact 
information for your business with them.  This will 
ensure prompt and accurate information to a com-
pany of• cial when necessary.  Our information cen-
ter of• cers will be more ef• cient and effective with 
an accurate list on • le.  Noti• cations to business of-
• cials might become necessary for burglar/• re alarms, 
suspicious activity, employee veri• cation, water main 
breaks or any other incisents where an of• cial is 
needed to respond to the business.  Please contact 
our records section at (847) 357-4136 for more in-
formation or to update your company inforamtion.    

BE A RESPONSIBLE LANDLORD
Occasionally Village inspectors • nd businesses in the Business Park that are not in 
compliance with the Village Code. This situation arises when a business occupies a 
building or tenant space without • rst obtaining a Zoning Permit from the Engineering 
& Community Development Department. The resulting consequences can range 
anywhere from • nes to lengthy procedures for compliance and, in some cases, 

evacuation of  the building. 

Please take the necessary precautions to prevent this situation by simply advising potential tenants to submit 
a Zoning Permit application to the Engineering & Community Development Department. There is no fee 
associated with this permit and the application is processed within ten working days.

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R O A D  C O N S T R U C T I O N  S A F E T Y  T I P S
Road construction will begin within the village and it is important that we ensure the safety of  our 
highway workers.  The following are suggestions to keep the workers safe.
SLOW DOWN:  Posted speed limits through work zones are not a suggestion; 
they are the law.
PAY ATTENTION:  Traffic patterns in highway work zones can change several 
times a day; expect the unexpected.
FOLLOW THE SIGNS:  Signs, arrow boards and flaggers are not there to make 
the situation more difficult.  They assist to guide you safely and efficiently through 
the work zone.  
DON’T FOLLOW TOO CLOSELY:  One of  the most common crashes in a work zone is a rear-
end collision.  Be sure to allow time between your vehicle and the one in front of  you.  Never 
change lanes in a work zone.
BE PATIENT:  Drivers are asked to slow down below the speed limit and be prepared to stop if  
traffic is heavy or if  construction equipment is being moved in the work zone.  Impatience and 
anger will not get you through the work zone any faster.  
TURN ON YOUR HEADLIGHTS:  Workers need to see your vehicle while driving through the 
work zone.  Trucks should use their emergency flashers to warn other motorists they are slowing.  
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Cook County Tax Abatement Program 
Available for New Construction, Renovation, and 

Environmental Remediation

Cook County offers tax abatement programs to encourage private enterprise to develop in the county and maintain 
and increase job opportunities, thereby resulting in an increased tax base for the entire County.  Currently, the 
property taxes for industrial properties are assessed at 36% of  the fair market value of  the property.  Property 
approved under these abatement programs allow the owner a property assessment of  16% for a period of  twelve 
years, resulting in a sizeable reduction of  property tax due on the property.

Since these programs are offered by Cook County, the applications are made to the County.  However, the application 
must be accompanied by a resolution adopted by Elk Grove Village supporting the application.  The Village has 
supported over three hundred such applications since the inception of  these programs in 1984.

In order to be eligible for Class 6B Abatement, the 
property must be used for an industrial purpose and, 
in addition, one of  the following criteria must be met:
•   New construction
•   Buying a building that has been vacant for one year  
 or more

•   Substantial renovation to an existing building

In order to be eligible for Class C Abatement, the 
property must be used for an industrial purpose and, in 
addition, the following criteria must be met:
•  Because of  contamination, said real estate must 
  undergo environmental testing and remediation 
  and receive a “No Further Remediation Letter” 
  from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency
• The remediation costs total at least $100,000

O u t d o o r  W a t e r  R e s t r i c t i o n s

The State of  Illinois limits Lake Michigan water usage, and as a 
condition of  our permit with the State, water restriction programs are 
required in order to stay within our allocation.  

From May 1  through September 30, industrial and commercial property 
occupants are permitted to water outdoor areas weekdays from 9:00 
a.m. until 2:00 p.m. and all day on weekends.

HELP KEEP STORM WATER CLEAN

Storm water runoff  is rain water that runs off  rooftops, lawns, driveways and streets in our community.  
As it flows, it picks up dirt, leaves and grass clippings, pesticides and fertilizers, oil, litter and other 
harmful contaminants.  All of  these pollutants are carried by storm water into storm drains and 
ultimately into our creeks and rivers.  We can all help in reducing the amount of  these pollutants.

S Do not dump used motor oil, antifreeze, or other hazardous materials on the ground or into sewers.  
Recycling programs are available for these hazardous materials and many service stations accept used 
motor oil for recycling.

S When cleaning your driveway, dock, or parking lots use a broom instead of  water and dispose of  
debris in the trash not in the street or storm sewer.  

S Do not dump branches, leaves or grass clippings along creek beds, in open ditches or in the street.
S Minimize the use of  herbicides, pesticides and fertilizers on your lawn, and plant native plants 

whenever feasible to lessen the need for herbicides.

S Please pick up litter and place in trash cans.  This will prevent it from getting washed into the storm 
sewers and eventually into our waterways.

S Cover piles of  dirt and wood mulch while doing landscape projects and sweep up debris.  Do not 
wash it into the street.
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
