Building Construction

Following five years of exploring the acquisition of “green grass” sites throughout the
Community to construct a new Police Station, the Village Board agreed to move forward
and teardown and rebuild a new Administration and Public Safety Building on the site
of  the existing Police Station.

This began the process of selecting a project manager to oversee all the aspects of
demolition and re-construction, and an architect to design a new addition that would
blend in with the existing Municipal Building and Biesterfield Fire Station.

On March 13, the Village Board selected MTI Construction Services to oversee the
construction and Sente Ruble Bosman Lee (SRBL) to perform architectural services.

MTI was selected due to their experience on similar police facilities, as well as their
track record with existing Village projects such as the addition to the Municipal
Complex, Elk Grove Public Library, and Park District Pavilion.  In addition, they are
familiar with the soils and conditions of this particular site from their past work.

SRBL was the architectural firm of choice due to the fact that they are experts in
construction relating to municipal offices and police facilities, and they have designed
6 new police stations in the last 5 years.  Furthermore, both firms had extremely
positive references.

On May 22, following two months of design work by SRBL, the Village Board selected
the final architectural design for the new Administration and Public Safety Building.

In addition to creating a new
entry into the Municipal
Building, this design will
blend the new building into
the existing campus fabric
and yet provide a new “sig-
nature” look for the facility.

It is anticipated that this project
will be completed by the Spring
of  2009 at a cost of approxi-
mately $30 million.
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The Reason and Purpose Behind the New Building
In 2001, the Village commissioned a professional study of our Police building requirements.  It was found that the
current Police Station was deficient in meeting current law enforcement standards, and the study recommended a
teardown/rebuild of the existing Police Station.

For the past 5 years, the Village explored the acquisition of “green grass” sites to construct a new Police Station.  After
reviewing all the potential possibilities, the Village Board determined that the most feasible and financial alternative
was to tear down the existing facility and construct a new Administrative/Public Safety Complex.

The Benefits
The new building will meet the Village’s needs for the next 40 to 50 years.  Some of the areas of improvement include: Police
Officer safety, prisoner movement within the Police Department, and underground parking to protect the electronics in the
squad cars and increase parking by placing squad cars underground.  In addition, it allows the Police Department to maintain
their Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA) Certification and reduce liability exposure.

In addition to enhancing the operations of the Police Department, the new construction  will enhance the effectiveness,
responsiveness, and efficiency of delivering municipal services by allowing the Village to reconfigure the layout of
municipal departments and create additional parking spaces for customers.

Included in the proposed plans is the relocation of the customer intensive Department of Engineering & Community
Development to the first floor of the atrium, where the current Administration Counter is located.  In addition, we will
be relocating the consolidated offices of Health & Community Services to the first floor of the new building, with
customer access adjacent to the existing Finance Counter and newly relocated counter of Engineering & Community
Development.

Relocating the Department of Engineering & Community Development to the first floor of the atrium will require
that the Administrative branch of the Village (Mayor & Board, Village Clerk, Village Manager, Economic Development
and Human Resources) be relocated to the second floor of the new building along with Police Administration and
Police Records.  In addition, Channel 6 will also be relocated to the upper level of the new building.

Finally, Fire Administration will move from their location at 901 Brantwood and be relocated into the lower level
of  the atrium, filling the vacancy of Engineering & Community Development.

As part of  this comprehensive enhancement, the Village
will set aside additional space in the upper level of the new
facility to meet future growth demands and provide space
for additional Village responsibilities should they arise.

One of our last areas of importance was environmental
stewardship, which is the responsibility of everyone.  Assisting
us in this process is SRBL, who has an inaugural member of
the US Green Building Council, and several accredited
professionals who specialize in incorporating environmentally
friendly features into their designs.

In addition to being evironmentally sensitive, there are other
factors behind incorporating environmental elements into
our building - energy consumption.  Some of the items that
we are exploring to reduce energy consumption include: the
addition of a partial green roof on the new addition and glazed
windows that will block approximately 60% of the ultraviolet
light.  The windows also prevent heat gain during the summer.

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New Construction Requires a Temporary Change
in Operations at the Municipal Building

Beginning on July 16, anyone visiting the Municipal Building at 901 Wellington Avenue will notice
several significant changes due to the upcoming construction project.

One of the most notable changes will be the relocation of the main entrance.  With the new entrance
being completely rebuilt in the same location as the existing entrance, that entire area will be closed off

to vehicle and pedestrian traffic starting on Monday,
July 16.

As depicted, the new entrance (blue) will be relocated
to the southwest corner of the existing Village Hall, just
off of Wellington Avenue.  The temporary handicap
entrance (red) will be located approximately thirty feet
(30’) to the east of the temporary entrance.  The reason
for the two entrances is due to the lack of a ramp near
the temporary Village Hall entrance.

In addit ion to the changes in the entrances, the
United States Postal Service mailbox will also be
relocated adjacent to the temporary entrance, as will the
Finance Department dropbox.

As for parking, three (3) handicap parking stalls will be
constructed near the handicap entrance.  We will also be
designating a total of fourteen (14) “Resident and
Customer Only”  park ing stal ls  across f rom the
temporary entrance.

As noted above, these changes will take effect on Monday,
July 16 and run until the construction is completed, during
the Spring of 2009.

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The Village Hall is open 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday for payment
of water bil ls, local fines, pet l icenses, vehicle licenses, and general Village
information.  In addition, the Finance counter is open on the first Saturday of each
month from 9:00 a.m. through noon, and the Engineering & Community Development
counter is open on the first Saturday of the months of May through September from
9:00 a.m. through noon.

Village Board meetings are held on the second and fourth Tuesdays of the month at 7:00
p.m.  The floor is opened to the public at 8:00 p.m. for comments and questions.

Temporary Police Facility

As soon as it was determined that the Police Department would be torn down, the Village began a rigorous search to
find a temporary facility that would meet the needs of the Department for approximately two years.  After considering
nearly a dozen properties, of  which six underwent a detailed inspection, the Village and Police Department came to an
agreement that 321 Bond Street was best suited to meet the needs of the Department.

On June 1, the Village took ownership of the new temporary Police Facility at 321 Bond Street.  Over the course
of  six weeks, this building will be renovated and retro-fitted to meet the needs of the Police Department for the
next two years.

Effective Saturday, July 14, the Elk Grove Police Department will officially be moved into this new facility.  Similar to
its existing facility, the temporary Police Station will be open 24 hours a day, seven days a week.  Should you need to
visit the Police Department, the temporary Police Station is located one block north of Higgins Road, between Scott
Street and Martin Lane, at the intersection of Bond Street and Criss Circle.
